Throughout the development
we have been working with EPEA, Michael's C2C organisation
based in Hamburg.

We've always very carefully considered the materials that we use
in our products but our aim in working with EPEA is to ensure that
what we’re using is truly safe, for humans and the environment
alike, and successful in technical cycles of reuse. This means
looking in much more detail at every chemical ingredient in the
materials we use; to determine which inhibit this aim and need to
be substituted or removed as a result.

With this in
mind, we've tried to apply the same intelligence to the design and production of this
brochure. The best environmental solution for a brochure is, perhaps, no brochure at
all. That aside, we've aimed to ensure that its print ond production remain faithful to
the environmental philosophy of ARA. We've achieved this by combining waterless
printing with 100% recycled cnd FSC cetrtified papers, non-mineral based inks, non-
ink production processes and eco-efficient binding. The result is that throughout its
life, from monufacture to eventual recycling, this brochure is as environmentally
intelligent as we could make it.
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
